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Summary

Grounds for and Specifi city of Analogical Character of the Language 
of Metaphysics according to Mieczysław A. Krąpiec

Th is article presents the grounds for and specifi city of analogical 
character of the language of metaphysics mainly on the basis of the re-
search output compiled by Mieczysław A. Krąpiec. Th e article has been 
divided into two parts: the fi rst part presents the interpretation of the 
analogy of being and cognition whereas the second part presents the ana-
logy of predication and ‚thing-directing’ of the language of metaphysics.

Th e analyses that have been conducted indicate that the language of 
metaphysics is primarily the analogical language since it uses elaborated 
structure of analogy (the analogy of being, the analogy of cognition, and 
the analogy of predication), and secondly, the language of metaphysics 
is the ‚thing-directed’ language since it suggests visual perception of 
being (a thing).
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
